G RO U P G U I D E God's Testimony of Love - Week 11 “Relentless Love”

GOAL
This week'’s discussion will help us understand the 3 testimonies of love in Jesus from Father God.

CONVERSATION STARTERS
- How was everyone’s week? Any Praise Reports/Testimonies of what God is doing?

REVIEW
Ask group members to share their favorite points from the sermon,/what spoke to them/questions.

START by sharing YOUR favorite points/what spoke to you
SCRIPTURE AND MAIN POINTS

Point #1 was “THE TESTIMONY OF WATER”
- Read 1 John 5:6 and Matthew 3:16-17 - Talk about the significance of this testimony
- Read 1 Corinthians 15:45-49 - Talk about how Jesus was the 2" Adam and then
discuss how this relates to the Father saying “my Son who brings me great joy” in 1 John
5:6. — How do we bring great joy to the Father?
- Read Galatians 3:27 — what does it mean to put on Christ like new clothes?

Point #2 was “THE TESTIMONY OF BLOOD"

- Read Matthew 27:50-53 - Talk about this testimony to the POWER of the blood.

- Hebrews 9:16-17 talks about what the blood of Jesus does for us (put’s the will of our
inheritance into effect” — discuss what this means for us since we live in a time after the
resurrection and ascension.

- Read Matthew 19:23-26 - what impossible things does the blood do for you?

- Read Romans 12:9-18 — we are called to live as a “living sacrifice” — what parts of this
do you trouble sacrificing your flesh to and living in?

Point #3 was “THE TESTIMONY OF HOLY SPIRIT”
- Read Leviticus 8:10-12 - talk about how we are ANOINTED for the work of ministry

because of Holy Spirit being poured out on us.

- Read Acts 2:1-6 and then Acts 2:22 — talk about how God publicly endorsed the
disciples by Holy Spirit’s gifts of tongues and how this relates to us today.

- —Why is it important to Know God testifies to His existence by giving us Holy Spirit?
(causes us to remember that gifts are for HIS glory, not ours — and when we live in that
posture, all we need will be provided by God)

WRAP UP
Read 1 John 5:10-13 - talk about how this has impacted your life and have your group talk about

their relationship with Jesus.

Ask for prayer requests and write them down - as the group leader, pray for these requests during
your week and make sure they are posted to the GROUP page on FB with who came to group.
